When
would it be useful, when less so?

Can you describe any
small things that you have done
for someone, or they have done
for you, which have made a big
difference? Can you think of a
time when something which
seems small has had a big impact
negatively?

‘We don’t feel blue. We prefer
rainbows.’ This is a positive
statement when the family are
having to leave. Can you think of
a time when you have found it
hard to be positive? What helps
to find the ‘fortunatelies’ in
difficult times?
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
